25 years ago our country joined the international SWIFT community.
Over this period, the Russian community of SWIFT users and
shareholders has become one of the largest in the world, after
the USA. The Russian National SWIFT Association (ROSSWIFT)
has been working hard not only to reach quantitative milestones,
but also substantial qualitative results.

SWIFT users in Russia, as in the rest of the world, are banks,
financial institutions as well as securities market participants and
large corporations. Similarly to western industrial countries, SWIFT’s
infrastructure in Russia is one of the ways to to access the Bank
of Russia’s Real Time Gross Settlement system, BESP, designed
to complete such money transfers throughout our vast country.

International standards and the best SWIFT practices are extensively
used in Russia within two major projects: creating an International
Financial Centre (IFC) in Moscow and acquisition of reserve currency
status by the Russian Rouble. These two projects are being managed
by our authorities in close cooperation with Russian and international
business communities.

At the same time, Russia is strengthening its position within the
international SWIFT community. As of year-end 2013, Russia was
ranked 15th by SWIFT’s main indicator — messaging traffic - having
overtaken Canada, Singapore and Sweden. Our country has the
highest growth rate amongst the 20 major SWIFT-using countries.
Itis significant that in Russia, SWIFT is actively used not only at the
domestic level; traditionally our main correspondents are in the
USA, Germany, Great Britain, Ukraine and the Republic of Belarus.

The international SWIFT society unites regulators, market
infrastructures, leading banks and corporations from 215 countries,
and Russia is an integral part of SWIFT. This gives us hope that in such
an international sensitive matter, a long-term successful cooperation
between Russia and SWIFT will contribute to strengthening the
relations of Russian banks and corporations with their international
business partners and to the delivery of high-quality services to
customers.

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Evolution of SWIFT in Russia

In December 1989, Vnesheconombank became the first SWIFT
member in the Soviet Union. Starting from 1992 the number
of Russian users began to grow more actively and by early 1998
their number exceeded two hundred. The crisis of 1998 reduced
the number of new SWIFT members; however, since 1999
the number of Russian users is steadily increasing.

Currently, about 600 leading Russian banks, financial organizations
and corporates are users of SWIFT. Geographically SWIFT users
in the Russian Federation are spread out over more than 85 cities
in 9 different time zones. More than half of the Russian credit orga-
nizations are represented in SWIFT. These major financial institutions
carry out more than 80% of Russian settlements. Russia is ranked
second, after the United States, in the number of its SWIFT users.

Interaction between SWIFT
and ROSSWIFT

Under SWIFT By-Laws, each country organizes
a SWIFT National Member Group and SWIFT
National User Group, thereby uniting all SWIFT
users. The Russian National SWIFT Association
(ROSSWIFT) was established in 1995 and
is a non-governmental, nonprofitn organi-
zation, representing the interests of both
groups, acting on their behalf in the Russian
Federation.

ROSSWIFT is a member of the European SWIFT
Alliance, which unites about 30 countries
in SWIFT, accounting for approximately 30%
of the world’s traffic. Membership in this
organization gives the Russian community
an opportunity have an influence on poli-
cy decisions at SWIFT's Board of Directors.

ROSSWIFT is a member of the Association
of Russian Banks (ARB), Association «Russia»,
Chamber of Commerce and establishes an
active cooperation with a number of profes-
sional communities and organizations.

The main activities of the Association:

« coordinating Russian SWIFT users’ activities and providing them with legal,
organizational, counseling and other assistance, protecting their rights
and interests in governmental bodies of the Russian Federation, helping
them to improve their performance;

« cooperation with the SWIFT Board of Directors on planning issues
and development of SWIFT in the Russian Federation; verification
of the Russian users with respect to compliance with criteria elaborated
by the Association, following the decisions of the SWIFT Board
of Directors and Administration;

* nominations to the SWIFT Board of Directors on behalf of the Russian
financial institutions — SWIFT members, as well as recommendation
of experts for the working groups and other bodies of SWIFT;

« informing Russian SWIFT users on the decisions of governing bodies,
tax authorities and other organizations on relevant issues of SWIFT
functioning in the Russian Federation;

« organizing working groups to address specific objectives of the Association
serving interests of its members, management of the Russian National
User Group, providing Interfaces User group and Working groups activities
in developing the standards;

* importation of cryptographic hardware in the territory of the Russian
Federation in order to provide connectivity to SWIFT and replacement
of unserviceable equipment;

* organizing training and preparation of documents, including recommen-
dations on the use of SWIFT for ruble payments and providing translation
of SWIFT User Handbook;

* organizing meetings, conferences, seminars and participation in exhibitions.

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SWIFT tratfic development in Russia

Total SWIFT traffic reached 5.1 billion messages in 2013. The number
of messages sent by Russian users amounted to 73.7 million. Traffic
growth in Russia is estimated at 42.7%. Hence, the tendency of
explosive growth of SWIFT traffic in Russia over the past years has
remained unchanged. The growth of worldwide SWIFT traffic,
for reference, was 10.4%.

Russia, ranked 15 by SWIFT traffic in the world, has left overtaken
Canada, Singapore and Sweden in the last year. Our country has
the best growth rate among the top 20 SWIFT using countries.
In 2013, Sberbank of Russia was ranked 29th by SWIFT's main
indicator — FIN traffic (it was ranked 47 in 2012). Sberbank
of Russia is also the leader amongst the top 50 SWIFT shareholding
banks in its SWIFT traffic growth rate (48%).

The structure of traffic in Russia traditionally differs from SWIFT global
average: first come payments — 85.3% (growth 45.2%), second —
securities — 8.2% (growth 50.6%). Treasury messages are ranked
3rd representing a 5.7% (growth 11.6%). Russia is ranked 44th in
the world in InterAct service usage, and ranked 75th in its usage of
the FileAct service. These services are ever more actively used by
Russian banks and corporations, whereupon their growth is estimated
at 860.2% and 1593.9% respectively.

Domestic traffic represents 70.4%. By the domestic traffic rate our
country is ranked 5th in the world. Next to Russia, in decreasing order,
our users send messages to the USA (6.8%), Germany (4.3%), Great
Britain (3.9%), Ukraine (2.0%) and to the Republic of Belarus (1.9%).

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Interaction of SWIFT
and ROSSWIFT Working Groups

National groups on analysis and support of
the usage of SWIFT MT messages in payment
market practice - Payments Market Practice
Groups (PMPG) are established in many
worlds’ leading countries. Their activity is
coordinated by international SWIFT Working
group on support of MT payment standards
- The Payments Maintenance Working Group
(PMWG). National groups aim to work out
uniform requirements and recommendations
on creation and usage of SWIFT messag-
es on the basis of MT standards and with
regard to national regulatory aspects.

Russian Payments Market Practice Group
(Russian PMPG) was established in 1994.

Russian PMPG has prepared
“Recommendations of use of SWIFT stan-
dards for transmission of financial messag-
es according to requirements of the Bank
of Russia Payment System” (SWIFT-RUR).
SWIFT-RUR contains all main aspects of fill-
ing payment messages and cash manage-
ment messages in the payments are with the
use of SWIFT MT standards on the Russian
financial market. The document is annual-
ly updated in accordance with the updates
of MT standard, changes in Russian legisla-
tion, users’ requests and comments.

Elena V. Chetverikova, Senior Vice-President
of VTB Bank, is the Chairperson of the Russian
PMPG. Representatives of 12 banks and regu-
lators are members of the Working group.
The current version of “Recommendations
of use of SWIFT standards for transmission
of financial messages according to require-
ments of the Bank of Russia Payment System”
is SWIFT-RUR 2014.1.

Following SWIFT recommendations many
of the world's leading countries have estab-
lished national groups on the analysis of
securities market practice — in Russia this
role is taken up by the Russian Securities
Market Practice Group (Russian SMPG).

National groups aim to work out uniform
requirements and specific recommendations on
creation and usage of SWIFT messages on basis
of the ISO 15022 and ISO 20022 standards,
and with regard to national and international
(esp. for ICSDs) regulatory aspects.
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Russian Securities Market Practice Group
was established in November 1999.

Among other activities Russian NSMPG
has adapted the category 5 Messages
from the User Handbook for the Russian
National Member Group. As part of
its working process, the NSMPG has
prepared “Usage Guidelines for SWIFT
standards for financial messages exchange
in securities market with consideration
of requirements and particular features
of the Russian market” (SWIFT-RUS).
SWIFT-RUS contains main aspects of
filling SWIFT Messages (Category 5) in
secutrities settlements, reconciliation and
assets servicing on the Russian securities
market.

Elena N. Solovyeva, Advisor to the Chairman
of the Board of Directors of NSD (National
Settlement Depository) is the Chairperson
of the Russian NSMPG.

At the present time representatives of VTB
Bank, Gazprombank, Deutsche Bank (Russia),
ING (Eurasia), Morgan Stanley Bank, NSD,
Rosbank, Citibank, UniCredit Bank, Raiffeisen
BANK, SWIFT, Vnesheconombank, Alfa-Bank
take partin the work of Russian NSMPG. The
current version of the “Recommendations
of use of SWIFT standards for financial
messages exchange in securities market
with consideration of requirements and
particular features of the Russian market”
is SWIFT-RUS 9.

Many of the world’s leading countries have
established national groups on the analysis
and support of bank-to-corporate practic-
es on financial market (Corporate-to-Bank
Market Practice Group), that is coordinated
by the Common Global Implementation (CGI)
international forum. These groups are aimed
at working out uniform requirements and
recommendations on creation and usage of
SWIFT messages on basis of the ISO 20022
standard and with regard to national regu-
latory aspects.

Russian Corporate-to-Bank Market
Practice Group (CMPG)
was established in 2012.

Russian PMPG has prepared
“Recommendations of use of ISO 20022
standard for transmission of financial messag-
es between bank and corporation accord-
ing to requirements of the Bank of Russia
Payment System” (ISO-RUB). 1SO-RUB
contains main aspects of filling of payment
messages and cash management messages
in on Russian financial market by corpora-
tions. Itis expected that this document will
be annually updated in accordance with the
updates of ISO 20022 standards, changes
in Russian legislation, users’ requests and
comments.

Tatiana A. Yakunina, First Vice-President
of Gazprombank, is Chairperson of CMPG.

At the present time CMPG consists
of representatives of 19  banks,
18 corporations and regulators. The list
includes the Bank of Russia, Sberbank,
VTB Bank, Gazprombank, UniCredit Bank,
Citibank, EvrazHolding, Rosneft, LUKOIL,
INTER RAO, SWIFT, etc.

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Strategy for SWIFT Development

1n Russia until 2015

Thefirst Strategy for SWIFT Development in Russia prepared by ROSSWIFT
was approved in 2002 for a five year period. Main objectives were
to increase the usage of SWIFT products and services by the Russian
users, as well as to increase traffic and the number of SWIFT users.
Apart from that there was a clear need to promote standards and
other technological solutions of the Community to achieve the SWIFT
automated infrastructure interaction with the payment network of the
Bank of Russia.

The Strategy for SWIFT Development in Russia until 2010 was approved at the
ROSSWIFT General Meeting in April 19th, 2007. Together with a constant issue
of expanding presence of SWIFT in Russia (the growth of traffic and number of
users) another task was promoting SWIFT standards and infrastructure in order
to develop the national payment system, servicing the needs of the
Russian securities market (including foreign investments), as well
as assistance in integrating of the Russian SWIFT users into the global
financial system and ensure the convertibility of the Russian ruble.

Most of the performance targets have been successfully implemented,
and in some areas work has been continued and is reflected in the
following document.

Targets of the Strategy
for SWIFT Development
in Russia until 2015:

I.  «Effective localization» and development
of SWIFT in Russia for Russian users.

II.  Promoting the establishment of an international
financial center in Moscow and ensuring the status
of the Russian rouble as a regional reserve currency.

III. |Increase the level of interaction of ROSSWIFT
with SWIFT and entering the SWIFT Board
of Directors.

Among others, the document contains
the implementation plan of the principles
named in Payment System Development
Strategy of The Bank of Russia till 2015
and in SWIFT 2015 Strategy.
